Sometimes it‘s hard to come by, but we have it if we 

reach deeply for it.  We work hard, but the return on our investments of time 

and talent seem to be diminishing.  More than ever we need a place where we 

can find a respite, where we can find some tools that will help us cope and 

where we can gain the kind of perspective that is hard to find elsewhere – a 

perspective that can make us positive again in a world that works overtime to 

make us negative. 

 If you are like me, you don‘t want pie-in-the-sky answers.  We are too 

skeptical to buy glib promises or pat answers.  We need a place where, draw-

ing on the light of scripture, wells of genuine wisdom, and our own critical 

thinking abilities, we can examine carefully things about family life, popular 

culture, our nation, and the wider world.  We need concrete ideas, fresh 

views, so we can find the kind of strength and meaning that will satisfy our 

hungry hearts. 

 I hope you find Wasatch Presbyterian Church to be a safe place. I hope 

you find it a good place to come, regroup and weigh the world we all live  

in – a world that too often makes us a little crazy.  

 The music here at Wasatch, the worship, the educational offerings, the 

volunteer opportunities, and opportunities for fun, food and just being to-

gether are put together prayerfully by those of us who are the leaders here.  I

 This is God‘s church, we are God‘s people, and nothing will ever change that.  I look forward to seeing how 

the spirit moves along the Wasatch front.  You, and greater Salt Lake City, have been wonderfully generous to me 

with your welcome.  I expect no more and no less when it comes to Stewardship Commitment for 2012.  

 Thanks so much for your partnership, and for that super welcome I mentioned above.  I am so proud to be 

your pastor.
