The Stewardship Team is focusing this 
summer on providing education on 
Stewardship of the Environment and our 
Christian responsibility for it.  The fol-
lowing tips are from the Community 
Night presentations given by Stephanie 
Duer of the Salt Lake City Department 
of Public Utilities and Stewardship 
member June Taylor. 
 

1. Limp as a dishrag:  Check plants for 
heat stress in the morning.  Usually, 
drooping leaves in the evening is a 
survival technique, but limp leaves 
in the morning is a sign that a plant 
needs water.

the hottest part of the summer, 
grasses like Bluegrass may go dor-
mant �± grass will green up as tem-
peratures drop.  Water about twice a 
week during August and even less in 
September.. 

3. Over-watering:  This is just as un-
healthy as under watering because it 
encourages  weeds, shallow roots, 
disease and fungus, and water waste 
from run-off.
